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2025 Program Update

2025 Hope for youth programs reflect several major improvements in program’s focus and outreach
of “most in need” caseload. In addition to supporting various organizations helping the neediest, we
have also stepped-up assistance to young people to get certified in various career training courses.
We doubled our education assistance program in Ethiopia, Mexico, US, Canada and India. We
enhanced the portfolio of vocational training assistance in Ethiopia and India.

Additional programs included funding community clinics, dialysis patients and centers, providing
necessities for women and old, and funding school supplies to schools in the poor neighborhoods in
Africa and India. We also added two Catholic Seminarians at Salesian Mission in Northeastern part
of India as a part of our Spiritual Stalwarts program.

Hope for Youth is a 501 ¢ (3) tax exempt organization registered in the state of Kansas, USA (Tax
ID: 45-4463125). 100% of the dollars you give goes to the charity with no administrative expense.
All administrative efforts are performed by volunteers and their professional time.

Education and religious retreats at Christeen - our major service
collaboration partner

Hope for youth supports many programs for youth through Christeen, India (Teenagers for Christ),
from religious retreats to exam preparation and orphanage bootcamps. It also conducted several
leadership camps, parents/children joint retreats, and animator’s training programs.
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Community Revival programs in Northeastern India
Hope for Youth facilitated a revival and renewal program for youth leaders from Northeastern part of
India.

Hope for Youth continued to support youth renewal programs in the community around Adilabad
Catholic Diocese that served hundreds of youths. They were also involved in local charity work of
feeding the hungry and bringing food and medical support for the homebound.

Charity
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Mariapalana Society, Kerala
Mariapalana Society was a grant recipient for many years, and as Indian government regulations
restricted the operation of their orphanage, they diverted their attention to feeding the poor and old
age home for abandoned seniors. Hope for Youth funded programs that facilitated the poor and
handicapped to gather and celebrate important holidays with food and fun. In 2004 and 2005 the
Society celebrated Onam, Easter and Christmas celebrations with people who are lonely, old and
isolated.
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Emdibir Mission, Ethiopia
Hope for Youth continued to collaborate with Bethany Sisters, a Catholic congregation, who
established a mission post in Emdibir and Gimbi areas of Ethiopia. They run schools and a basic
clinic. They have an acute need to help local youth to find jobs also. Hope for Youth has agreed to
sponsor multiple candidates to be trained as educators and general nurses. In 2024 and 2025 we have
funded over 10 candidates for 1-3-year certification and licensing programs as Kindergarten Teachers
and other job training programs.

Support for Snehibhavan (Adivasi - Dalit Boarding Home) and Adivasi Dalit
Women Empowerment Center
Throughout 2024 and 2025, Hope for Youth had been supporting Smehibhavan/Adivasi Women

Empowerment Center, in the tribal area near Idukki-Kottayam boarder in Kerala, India. Snehibhavan
houses young girls (ages 7 to 19) who are abused or unsafe at home or has no economic means to study.

Walking to school is extremely hard and unsafe due to wild animals and other predators. The founder of this
organization had this idea while serving under the Center for Tribal and Dalit Studies of UNICEF, a UN
initiative. The founder Sajini Mathews who herself is a Dalit, is the first one to get high school diploma in that
tribal district. She has received many awards and recognitions for her service such as Arali Award, Good
Samaritan Awaard, Rosemary Award among others.

Hope for Youth has funded education expenses for several nursing students, job training courses, and partially
funded one advanced degree candidate for higher studies in Canada — the first one from the tribal community
to go for higher studies in North America.

We also provided financial assistance through Kerala Association of Kansas City; to have a well and water
supply project built for the tribal community including Snehibhavan.
